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Action Teams are the sub-committees that supply the
Governance Council with information to govern our
school independently of the DeKalb County School
Board. Our Charter states that certified staff MUST join
an Action Team. That means, in addition to teaching and
other duties, our staff comesin early and/or stays after
hoursto serve on ateam. But they can’t do it alone.
Please consider serving on an Action Team thisyear.
The time commitment is manageable — even for the
busiest parent. Approximately eight meetings per school
year are held outside of normal business hours and they
usually last 30 to 60 minutes. Most of each team’s
businessis handled through email and phone
communication. Here's a brief overview of each Team:

Curriculum & Instruction — Responsible for curriculum
and instructional issues, seeks creative and meaningful
ways to identify student performance and needs.

Family and Community Relations — Creates and
maintains awide variety of communication channelsto
ensure afree flow of information among the Council,
Action Teams, students, faculty and staff, families, and
community.

Facilities & Equipment — Responsible for fostering a
positive learning environment through improvements to
the building, grounds, and athletic and other equipment.
Also seeks ways to enhance and optimize technology
within the school.

Finance and Human Resour ces — Determines and
prioritizes financial needs, devel ops creative ways to fund
and staff instructional programs and other needs, monitors
the budget, and produces annual financial reports.

Professional Development and Academic Boosters—
Provides on-going staff development training programs,
promotes students@vork throughout the school and the
community, and coordinates events and programs that
draw attention to personal and professional growth of staff
members.

School Climate —Works with grade level administrators
to ensure that consistency in discipline is maintained. Also
responsible for enrollment eligibility policies, attendance
issues, dress standard, character education, and enforcing
academic/behavioral agreements.
